4. ADVANCE

our Biblical purposes.

In every congregation, we would seek to make
advancements in every tenet of our ministries. The goal is
to remind everyone in the church that we should not be in a
maintenance mode. But rather, we should always seek to strive
to improve upon what we have so that the Kingdom of God may
be further expanded and more people can find salvation in Christ
Jesus.

As the church prepares for these plans in 2007, there
are several things that we can do in the meanwhile.

Sunday School teacher in my previous church used to say often,
“Do your best, and God will do the rest.” There is truth in that.
As a pastor that has served at MCBC for 7 years, | understand that
we, including myself, have many imperfections and as human
beings, we have no power to save. If it were up to us, we would
be scattered. We are all sinners, and without Christ, we would
be people of no hope. Therefore, the focal point is not on us,
but rather God. He is the one that unifies us together. MCBC is
ultimately God’s church. The people in MCBC are God’s people.
That does not absolve our responsibility, but we must have faith
that God will take care of His church. Let’s be joined together in
Christ as we serve as one body! Let’s do what we can to magnify,
exemplify and glorify His Name in the coming year! H
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
